	ACTIVITIES

	Step 1. First we fix the copper plate to the table with nails.

step 2. we are going to take a photocopy of the motif from the computer.

step 3. we place this motif on the copper plate.

step 4. We pour thinner on a piece of cotton and we pass it by wetting it while the motif is on the copper plate.

step 5. The motif on the levan is redrawn with red acetate pen.

step 6. We use a steel pen and a hammer to strike the pattern.

step 7. We go through the motif on the copper plate with black paint and brush.

step 8. we put water in a container and wipe it by sanding and wiping the paint on the motif.

step 9. the paint is just between the motifs we draw.

step.10. finishing process.The processed container is heated and softened and the silver protective paint (tin-lacquer) is coated and ready for use.
