UK – Imed explains that the most important areas in the reports of jobshadowing are those concerning the impact.
a) Impact on leadership in context
How each school organises management and what we can learn from certain models.

The impact on the outcome of subject-specific lessons of elements such as the length of lessons, the number and length of breaks, class sizes, assemblies, use of classroom assistants, etc.
