AID FOR ADAPTATION AT PRE SCHOOL

Before the school year: visit of the school to know the places.


Start day :  children return by level of age: one day is devoted to a single level PS, MS and GS; Presence of RASED members; Presence of parents for 1st level.


1stMonth of the school year: presence of RASED members in PS classes (3 year olds) to help manage the children who cry a lot (anxiety to leave parents, fear of a new environment with many children.


Reception at the entrance of the school: accompaniment of children who are most reluctant to return.


Activities set up: playing cards for PS to master their fears, socializing, learning to play with others.


Dual-level classes (PS / MS and PS / GS); The presence of the MS and the GS helps the PS to adapt to the life of the class.


Pedagogy of artistic, cultural and sports projects.


Parent/school relations: activities in class, accompanying outings or during sports meetings, let's play together ...

School psychologist role:

The psychologist of the national education helps to understand the difficulties of a child and helps to evolve the situation
She helps to analyze the particular situation of a child in close contact with family and teachers.


She conducts observations, reviews and psychological follow-up, analyzes and interprets the data collected.
He or she conducts interviews with the child, teachers and parents to better understand the situation of a student, to understand what hinders the appropriation of learning and to jointly seek to adjust educational and educational behavior.
Where appropriate, counseling the family may involve consulting a service or specialist outside the school and, with the agreement of the family, assisting in the search for an appropriate response. She assists in linking with out-of-school care and support services.
She participates in the detection, evaluation, accompaniment of children with disabilities
