1. EVALUATION OF OCTOBER ACTIVITIES.
The November activities were:

· Training course with students.

· Making posters of recycling.

· Place recycle bins.

We know the special situation that Greece, Italy and Romania are living due to the lockdown, so no matter if they need to postpone or adapt some activities. Activities may be done during all the 20/21 school year.
It is important to upload all the activities on the project web page when we do it.
· Italy: They continue working at home. All the activities are done except the school part. They have prepared everything to be done when school reopens. The training course has been done on line, and they have prepare the students of one class to “teach” the others classes of the school. They want also to prepare a workshop about recycling to be done at school, so students can experience (not only listen the information) and do some practical activity.
· Romania: They continue working at home. Everything is also done except uploading all the information on the web page and on Etwinnning. They show all the teachers at the meeting a presentation of November activities. The training course was prepared by Sorina and Livia.

· Greece: They continue working at home. All the activities are done despite they have to modify some of them. They have bought more recycle bins, but due to the lockdown they changed the activity and prepare some information and activities to be done by students at home. They will uploaded all the information on the project web during this week.
· Spain: All the activities are done. The training course was a workshop by experts (Caserío del Henares). We are uploading all the activities this week.
2. DECEMBER AND JANUARY ACTIVITIES.
· Activity 4 (P16) Second Dumbledore letter: Spain will send this week the second letter from Dumbledore with the first clue to open the cryptex. Dumbledre congratulates us for the amazing job done in November and asks for the second mission. In the same package it is also a present for each school.
· Activity 5 (P17) Crafts with recycling materials: We have to make crafts with recycling materials. Each school will implement what we learned about recycling and will create objects with recycling materials. Romania remember us the possibility to prepare Christmas ornaments as we talked last meeting.

Spain will participate with 2 classes, Romania with 20 students from home, Italy with 21 students from home and Greece with 20 or 25 students from home with 5 or 6 accounts.
The objective of this encounter is have a first meet with students. They will presents themselves, presents the school, the city and the country, and also explain some of November activities. It will be from 5 to 10 minutes each country.

We arrange a next students meeting to Thursday 17th December, at 10:00 in the morning (Spanish hour), when students can explain how they celebrate Christmas in their country, sing a Christmas carol…
