INTERVIEW WITH ... GLORIA BRAGADO, PRINCIPAL OF CEIP “LA GAVIOTA”.
Gloria, principal of CEIP La Gaviota, has been working at this school for 29 years. She has always had a vocation as a teacher. She has served as a Physical Education and Mathematics teacher. - What would you highlight from the project "Harry Potter and the case of the sick earth"? What are your expectations?

Our expectations are very high, of hope… All together: students, teachers and families from all the schools we work with in this Erasmus project, we are going to save our planet.
