DOGS TASK 
	History focus/ art/ citizenship 
	Children make a sculpture of a dog to represent one of the Islands.   They research the symbolism of dogs, and if they represent power/ they look at dogs in art

	How can we focus on Flags in this space? 
	Social Science/ Politics, Speech writing/ designing and making flags (inclusive activities for SEN pupils) / Flags through History/ Nationalism
