	Description

	
	Formation: Sets of six, with two rows of three facing each other around the room. The rows can be made up from one boy and two girls, or two girls and one boy.

	1 - 8
	Join up in a circle of six and circle round to the left for eight steps (four bars) and then back to the right. 
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	9 - 12
	Drop hands and move back into two rows. The person in the middle turns to the person on their right, and the other two turn in to face them. Both people jump and kick to the left, then jump and kick to the right. They then swing them round once, linking right arms. The other partner stands still. 
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	13 - 16
	The person in the middle turns to the other partner and repeats. 
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	17 - 24
	Middle person links right arms with first partner and turns, then second partner with left arm and turns, then repeat: first partner, then second partner. They then face the middle. 
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	25 - 28
	In the lines of three, go forward towards each other for three then clap three times. Then backwards for three and stamp three times. 
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	29 - 32
	Both lines skip forwards, one line raising their hands in an arch, the other line skips through and dances on to meet the next set of three coming in the other direction. Join hands to start again. 
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	Repeat with a new three. 
Continue to progress, dancing with a new set of three each time, until the music ends. 
Facing their opposite line of three, girls curtsy, and the boys bow. 
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
