Paper cutting
Paper cutters started to be used in Lithuania in the 16th century. Paper trimmings were especially popular for home interiors in the 19th century and at the end of the 20th century. People in the city, especially in the countryside, decorated the shields, shelves, picture frames and mirrors frames with kerchiefs. More advanced ornamentation of cutters — curtains were used to decorate the windows of the house, sideboards. Special cuttings with birds, horses, apples, bells and other silhouettes were created for weddings to decorate the bridal seat. The past came painstaking art of paper cutting art in today's media usually keeps the same archaic and natural plastic expression, geometric folk art ornamentation. Art lessons students studying Lithuanian folk art, analysing the works depicted motives, and origin of the human, develop creativity, accuracy, improving the basics of composition. The students noticed that the old Lithuanian folk paper cuttings created using natural motifs. The most common have been developed symmetrical cuttings, although you can find and asymmetrical pieces and mixed. Natural motifs and symmetry principles of the students applied for their creative work.
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
