PLACE OF WOMEN IN TURKEY (Sevinç) In
Turkey, the issue of women's rights has come to the
fore since the middle of the 19th century in parallel
with the developments in the Western world. Women
met the scientific world for the first time in 1922. With
the "Tevhid-i Tedrisat Law" (Learning Union) on
March 3, 1924, girls and boys have equal rights. In
1934, women were granted the right to vote and be
elected.
