In the evening:
ArtVentures show at school. The Finnish team had planned, prepared and rehearsed a play based on a national master piece, the Seven Brothers by Aleksis Kivi. This play was given to an audience of about 150 people, amongst them the international Erasmus+ visitors, hosting students’ families, teachers and other guests. The play was followed by a party with coffee and treats. After the event, the teachers had dinner at a local restaurant.
