	 Teaching objectives
● To understand that all of us do not have to be the same because we have our own unique features. 

● To think that in a good mood and attitude we can all live together peacefully.

 ● To discover the benefits people can have from their harmonious co-existence.



After reading the story:

We tried to identify all the feelings that were caused to the daisies because of the sudden appearance of the young poppy. The children identified the following: Admiration, delight, curiosity, sympathy, anger, disapproval. On the basis of the negative feelings mentioned, a classroom discussion followed to conclude that diversity can initially "disrupt" us, but it can often make our lives more beautiful and show us new perspectives that we had not initially thought of.

Then I asked the children the following question: If the meadow were a city / a small society, what would the poppy-man be different from the daisy-humans. Some of the children's responses were as follows:
	Huge eyes
	Too poor

	Red hair
	Too old

	Unusual name
	Strange country/religion/language

	Petite/ hulking
	bold

	Different skin colour
	Disability/handicapped

	Strange clothes
	Freckled face/eye glasses

	Strange voice
	Different eating habits


At the end of our conversation we painted and made a collage all together, as well as individual cards with daisies and a poppy. This gave us the opportunity again to notice that our daisies, although belonging to the same species, were all different from each other.
