My body (three classes)

The description of group: 

 
It's 3rd class children group. They are 9 years old. There are 12 children: 5 girls and 7 boys. They are elementary. They can write and read simple words and sentences. They have attended primary school.   

They like singing, playing games, moving, and doing physical activities. 

Everybody are curious, happy, enthusiastic and energetic. 

It's the first lesson about the parts of the body in this school year. They have learnt about the parts of the body in previous two classes. They heard the names like head, legs, arms, hands, feet, eyes, ears, nose, mouth, hair, and they can identify the parts of the body

The time of the lessons: 45 minutes

Aims:

· Children can write the parts of the body: head, legs, arms, hands, feet, eyes, ears, nose, mouth, hair, 

· Children re-tell and act out a story,

· Children can describe physical features,

· Children identify someone through a physical description,

· Children can give and follow oral instructions in the games,

· Children can learn that the skeleton supports our body and our physical features are different.

Main language that children use:

· I've got...  She's got..., He's got...

· Are you...? Yes, I am./ No, I'm not.

· The cats go..., His arms go...

· big/small, scarecrow, skeleton, cats, owls, trees.

Teaching aids:

· flashcards (scarecrow, skeleton, owl, tree, cat, eyes, ears, nose, mouth, hair, etc.),

· paper, card, scissors, 

· worksheets,

· CD and CD recorder,

· computer,

· film “Parts of the body”

· puppet,

· big story card and small for each child.

	1.
	Starter routine: “Hello song” / CD recorder with the record
	T-S
	The students and the teacher sing the song together.
	1 minute

	2.
	Pre-teaching activities/ video of the parts of the body
	T-S
	Children watch the video and name the parts of the body.
	2 minutes

	3.
	“Head and shoulder” song / CD and CD recorder or computer 
	T - S
	Students sing and do some activities.
	2 minutes

	4.
	“In out song” song / CD and CD recorder or computer 
	T - S
	Students sing the song and do some activities.
	2 minutes

	5.
	Initial evaluation / the real picture of the scarecrow 
	T-S
	Teacher shows children the picture of the scarecrow. T says: This is a scarecrow. Where can you find the scarecrow? (In the country.) What are scarecrows for? (To scare the birds.) Are scarecrows like you? (They have got arms and legs, but they can't walk or run. A scarecrow hasn't got a skeleton.) Teacher explains that in this class the children are going to learn to talk about parts of the body and to describe their appearance.  
	2 minutes

	6.
	Listen and point / the picture of the scarecrow,  CD and CD recorder
	T - S
	Children look at the picture. Teacher asks: Where are Danny the dragon, Ted the boy and Molly the girl? (In the country.) What can they see? (A scarecrow) Are they scared of the scarecrow? (Yes / no) Let's listen to and find out. The teacher plays the recording once and checks the answer. (Only Danny was scared at first but at the end he thinks the scarecrow is wonderful.) 

T. gives the children prompts and get them to call out the getting words, e.g. The scarecrow says I've got a white... (head), The scarecrow says I've got a red... (arms)

	7.
	Walking walking song / CD and CD recorder or computer 
	group
	Pupils imitate the birds and they try to come near the scarecrow. 
	2 minutes

	8.
	Guess the scarecrow game / worksheet: picture for each pair
	S - S
	Children play the game in pairs. 

1st option: They ask questions about the pictures of the scarecrows e.g. Look at number one. What colour is the scarecrow's head? (Blue.) Look at number two. What colour are scarecrow's arms? (Green.)

2nd option: Child chooses one of the scarecrow himself and say: I've got yellow legs.(Are you number three?) Yes, I am./No, I'm not.

	9.
	Read and colour the scarecrow / worksheet 
	T – S

individual work 
	Teacher reads out what the scarecrow is saying while children follow in their books. Than children read silently and colour the picture of the scarecrow according to the text. Children check the answers in pairs and then The teacher asks What colour is the scarecrow's head? (Yellow.)

	10.
	Making a scarecrow / clothes, materials, branches etc. 
	group
	Children make a scarecrow together.
	5 minutes

	11.
	Sing a song “I'm a happy scarecrow”/ CD and CD recorder
	T - S
	Students sing and do some activities.
	2 minutes

	12.
	Story time: “Scary skeleton” / big story cards and small ones for each child, and CD, and CD recorder
	T – S

individual work
	Teacher remains about the most important difference between people and scarecrows: they don't have got the skeleton. 

1. Children listen to the story.

2. Children cut the pictures separately. Teacher reads the story again and children hold the right picture up.

3. Children listen to the story again and put the cards in the right order. 

At the end teacher asks Do you like the story? Then ask their ideas about the end of the story e.g. Who opens the door? / What is in the party?

	13.
	Listen and number / worksheets and and CD, and CD recorder
	Individual work 
	T. says Look at the pictures of the story of Scary Skeleton and gets the children to name the things in each picture by asking What's this? about each one. T. says Now listen to and number the pictures in order. T. draws the children's attention to the example and plays the recording and pauses after each sentence. Children listen to and number the pictures. 
	3 minutes

	14.
	Drama: act out the story.
	Work in groups 
	Teacher divides the class into groups and give each child one of the following roles: Scary Skeleton, cats, owls, trees. Children practise telling and acting out the story I their groups, taking turns to say the lines and make the noise which correspond to their character. 
	5 minutes

	15.
	Writing a scary story / worksheet 
	Individual work 
	Children write their own scary stories using the framework in their books. 
	3 minutes

	16.
	Seven steps song / CD and CD recorder
	T - S
	Students sing and count up to seven, and walk.
	2 minutes

	17.
	Face puzzles / worksheet with faces 
	Work in pair 
	Children colour and cut out the face puzzles and lay the pieces out in front of them. One child asks another to make a new faces e.g. big eyes / small ears / a small nose / a small mouth. 
	3 minutes

	18. 
	Homework: Look and label 
	Individual work 
	Teacher gives and explains the homework. 
	1 minutes

	19.
	Bye-bye routine: sing the “Bye-bye song” / CD recorder with the record
	T-S
	The teacher sings with the children.

Extra activities:

· Make the competition: hold the pictures of the parts of the body on the blackboard. Divide the children into two groups. Say: legs/arms/head. This child who first touch it takes a point.

· Write your scary story individually or within the group,

· Stand up if you've got (blue eyes)! – game.
