THE SAN ISIDRO CELEBRATION  IN MADRID.
San Isidro is the patron saint of Madrid. People go to San Isidro meadow to drink the holy water of his fountain in his hermitage´s patio. People bring a Spanish omelette for a picnic and they buy roller wafer (barquillos) and ring shaped pastries (rosquillas). There are two types: the claver ones are sweeter and the silly ones are less sweet.
Francisco de Goya  painted a famous oil picture of this celebration in 1788.

People dance chotis in the streets and the barrel organ players play the barrel organ.

Many people are dressed as chulapos and chulapas. Girls wear a red and white dotted dress, a shawl, a red carnation on the hair, a fan and white shoes. Boys wear checked  vest, a white shirt, black trousers and a black and white checked  hat.
At night there is a fantastic firework display in Retiro park.
