WORKSHOP „Creativity and tradition”
Day 1: My song, your language 
Stage 1 
Each group brings a song which is traditional and popular for each country. The song will be presented from a memory stick or CD and it will be accompanied by lyrics (on hand-outs) in that particular language and an English translation . 
The groups will present their song, pointing out where it is from, the message it conveys, whether it has changed over the years or not. 
Stage  2
In turn, each group will then choose a song from another country and will try to translate it into their own language (maybe adapt it).
Stage 3 
The groups will present the new version of the song. 
Day 2: Poster UniDiversity
The groups will bring a short PowerPoint presentation about their country – fun facts, special traditions or holidays characteristic for that particular country...something they would like others to know about their country.
The groups will be given 3 pieces of cardboard (parts of a puzzle) and time to work on decorating them. 1 piece – national / traditional model/pattern, colours etc; second piece – national flag (maybe), third piece – something traditional – food, object, something which is representative for that country.
The pieces will be assembled into a poster with UNIDIVERSITY. 

For the Traditional Day please bring some specific food from your country (at least 3 different type of food) and then present this to all the students and teachers.
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
