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Thursday morning was a bit unusual in that we went to classes as teachers rather than students and taught our peers about endangered animal species, the diversity of nature in the past and present, and its importance in daily life. Slovak students were active and could ask questions about Lithuania at the end of the lesson. We are glad that we managed to teach the Slovaks to pronounce a few Lithuanian words, to explain to them what cold beets and zeppelins are. After the lessons, we practically applied the knowledge about biodiversity - we planted flowers in the city. Local television filmed on Hlohovec's throughout the planting, which spoke to several students. After finishing the planting work, we spent our free time walking around the town of Hlohovec, enjoying the city's famous objects and beautiful spaces.
