Climate change project 
Teaching about the environment and climate change forms an important part of the curriculum in Finnish schools. Environmental education is part of sustainable education and it is integrated into each school subject. Children need knowledge and understanding of the environmental and the environmental challenges. (Muranen, 2014, s. 21.) Becoming more knowledgeable about own environment develop responsible environmental behaviour and skills to improve the quality of the environment (Kimaryo, 2011, s. 24). 

Environmental science lessons 
We started our climate change project by getting to know the diverse nature. Environmental science lessons included topics about parts of a plant, things that plants need to grow, the difference between vertebrate and invertebrate animals and meanings of all organism. After that children discussed about the reasons why we have to take care of nature and gave some examples about how to live more sustainable way.  

Children knew that humans impact the environment. They also knew that human activity triggered climate change. That was start to our project – causes of climate change. Children did group project about climate change causes. There were five groups and every group got their own topic: farming, fossil fuels, microparticles, deforestation or waste. Every group searched facts about their topic and wrote the most important parts of information to their poster. They also cut out pictures from newspaper and drew pictures that fitted to the topic. When children were ready with their posters, every group taught about their topic to other children.  

Visual arts lessons 
At the visual arts lessons, children had done their own paintings about the tittle “My landscape”. Before doing paintings, children talked about Finnish nature and the elements of Finnish nature environmental, for example forests and lakes. After that they chose their own landscape that they want to present to others and did their paintings about that. 

They also created multiple exposure pictures “All we need is nature” using a graphics editor called Pixlr. At first, they took a photograph of their silhouette. Children had taken photographs of plants and collected their own digital herbarium on the lessons of environmental science. Every child chose two photographs of their herbarium and superimposed these with a photograph of their own silhouette.  

English lessons 
Children had started their group project about climate change causes. They had already found the important words about their topic in Finnish. Now their task was translated these words to English using Internet dictionary and put these words down on paper. They also pronounced these words in English.  

Music lessons 
Task of the music lessons was to plan a soundscape for their “My landscape” paintings. That was a group project. Every group had 3–5 paintings and their job was to plan a soundscape that fits with these paintings. Every child chose a musical instrument to play and they planned and  practiced their soundscape on groups. After that I recorded every soundscape that group had done using a microphone and mobile phone.  

The project included many tasks that children did on lessons of different subjects. End of my last week on the school I made a video where I  included all this works that children had done – paintings, important words about posters of climate change causes, multiple exposure pictures and soundscapes for “My landscape” paintings. This video is made for Erasmus+ project SDG Action Sustainable Development Goals. 

Children were happy with the end results. I think this project offered new things to children and they  learnt more about climate change and the causes of that. The tittle of this project was part of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, especially goal 15 called life on land. Aim of this goal is to protect, restore and promote sustainable action considering terrestrial ecosystems, forest management, desertification, land degradation and loss of biodiversity (European Commission, 2020).
