Nuno Peres
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Portuguese physicist
Physicist and professor at the University of Minho's School of Sciences, Nuno Peres is, according to the institution where he teaches, the Portuguese whose scientific publications have the most impact worldwide. Nuno Peres is one of the world's leading theoretical physicists of graphene, the two-dimensional shape of carbon with wide future application field in electronics. The scientist, a native of Arganil, Coimbra, is co-author of the most cited review article on graphene, edited in "Reviews of Modern Physics", and has collaborated with "Graphene Nobel" Andre Geim and Konstantin Novoselov (University of Manchester).

He is the coordinator of the only national project of Graphene Flagship, one of the two largest European scientific programs underway. What is graphene? «Normally obtained by the exfoliation of graphite, there is also in the nozzles of the pencils. It is ultralight, 100 times faster than silicon, 200 times stronger than steel and has excellent optical and thermal characteristics. This material is expected to revolutionize nanoscale technologies across multiple industries and improve citizens' day-to-day life in applications such as optical interfaces, flexible, resilient and fast digital devices (from electronic paper to lighter and more efficient planes), and advanced batteries , tactile panels for mobile communications, solar cells, sequencing of DNA bases, electromagnetic radiation detectors, molecule sensors, voltage sensors in structures, metrology, and, later, new computational paradigms and medical applications, such as artificial retinas, according to information disclosed by the University of Minho.
