· Great Britain (England, Scotland and Wales)

The UK is bordered by four seas:
· to the south by the English Channel, which separates it from continental Europe

· to the east by the North Sea

Mountains:  the Grampian Mountains of Scotland, a ridge of hills, the Pennine, that runs down the centre of northern England, Dartmoor in the south-west of England and the Mourne Mountains in Northern Ireland.
Lakes: Lough Neagh (396sq.km) in Northern Ireland,  Windermere in the English Lake District, in Scotland Loch Lomond and Loch Ness, famous for sightings of 'Nessie', a mythical monster!
Rivers: The Severn, the longest river, (338 km), the Thames, which flows through Oxford and London, the Trent and Mersey rivers.                   
Climate: It’s hot in summer, about 24 degrees, and cold and snowy in winter.
The capital is London.
