Christmas Traditions of Kalymnos

Twelve are the days from Christmas until Epiphany. The Twelve
Days celebrated simply in Kalymnos. This is borne out by the way

they decorated the island. Previously not decorated itself nor tree.

The first tree was decorated on the island was by Mrs. Katerina
Vouvalis when built in Girls School. The tree was decorated
outside the school and its branches hanging ornaments instead of

gifts for the children of the school.

Previously it was absolutely essential that all residents of the
island to attend the Christmas service. The responsible official in
the mayor lit the lanterns in the streets, they had to beat all the
doors of the houses and wake up all the islanders to go to church.
The traditional Christmas table contains rooster or pork with leek

or well-established throughout Greece stuffed turkey.

Christmas morning when they returned from the church drank the
broth from the kettle black or ate soup made with this broth.
Traditional sweets of Twelve days were here the buns and

melomakarona, finikia as they are called in Kalymnos.

The same customs valid today. Cutting the Pie made with the
changing time and of course is still an opportunity to striking the

island of dynamite and rifles.
