The video for the Kalymnian house describes the wedding traditions that had Kalymnos and the costumes of
Kalymnos women’s. It states the following traditions:
Firstly, the day of the wedding the friends of the groom went and took him from his house accompanied by violin, to
take him to church. Secondly, the mother when entering the new house of her son and the bride of, scatter on the
floor nuts and shouted good luck to break the matchmaking (she did this only when her parents were living).
Moreover,for a time not planted nor alive nurtured, because they wanted the power of fruiting go to the couple to
make a lot of children. In addition, when a couple marry, behind wreaths a daughter, with alive parents, cut a piece
climate and put it there which had three knots, symbolized the Holy Trinity. The climate placed behind the wreaths,
as I mentioned before and hold up with white thread .
Now as far as women's clothing, daughters whose mothers of small wore them kerchiefs (google it) which was silk and
hand painted. The wedding day, the kerchiefs was opened, for the womans to show the gold jewelery and the them
necks . Another special details are, that the kerchiefs had two views , one side had the eagle that symbolized freedom
and this was woren from free daughters, unlike the other side had a wreath with two birds which symbolize marriage,
so locals could understand if a girl was available or not .
