1st Mobility:  Netherlands March 10th – 16th 2019

During the trip our students: 

· participated in scheduled activities at school. 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got aware of part of the Dutch tradition, art and culture by visiting the Zaanse Schans park and the traditional village Volendam, where they got dressed in traditional Dutch costumes.
· were impressed by the country’s modern achievements and its dynamic role in the production of flowers and vegetables, during their visit to the Neeltje Jans dams and to the Bakkie Fietsen greenhouses.
· travelled to Amsterdam, the capital city of the Netherlands, and Rotterdam, the biggest harbour of Europe.
· visited the two important and famous museums of the country, the Rijksmuseum and Anne Frank’s House.
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· tasted the Dutch cuisine, not only at home, but also outdoors.  
· realised the importance of the English language in communicating with the others and managed to practice it.

· were offered the chance to get to know students of the same age from four countries, find similarities and differences, communicate, play, develop friendships.
