Special needs education in Sweden
Swedish school tries to be an inclusive school, not only a school of integration. 
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According to Swedish school law all students have legal right to education within their individual proximal zone (Vygotskij). The state does not govern the school as to budget, material and content, but the local municipality does. The curriculum is a national document, though, and it states what content is central to each school subject. It also states that students have the right to get all the individual help they need within the classroom, and that the teacher must provide the necessary adaptations. Adaptations might be: 
· a special placement in the classroom, 
· special material such as shorter texts or adapted ways of showing their knowledge (dyslectics, neuropsychiatric disabilities), 
· larger texts (seeing disabilities), 
· opportunity to leave the classroom for short breaks due to ex. adhd, 
· written instructions on the desk, 
· visual support like pictures, 
· glossary given in advance for words that will be dealt with during the lesson. 
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In case these adaptations are not sufficient the teachers may ask the help from a special needs pedagogue or a special needs teacher. There are some differences between these professions. A special needs pedagogue performs dyslectic tests, has an over view perspective of all the school´s special needs students and meets with principal, school nurse and psychologist. The special needs teacher plans and performs the teaching of the individual student. Both professions tutor the rest of the teachers how to make the proper adaptions in specific classrooms, how to work as a team around students in the classroom who has language impairments, mutism, neuropsychiatric disabilities (adhd, autism, Asperger), newly arrived students from foreign countries, etc. 
In some cases, the special needs teacher teaches the students with special needs within the classroom as integrated students, but sometimes the students are brought out of the classroom (separated) for a short time or during a certain subject, although this is not preferred. 
If the student does not reach the set goals for the age-group, despite adaptions and special needs education, the school needs to make special arrangements on group- and organizational levels. These arrangements are decided at the “Student-health-team” where principal, school nurse, special needs pedagogue and psychologist meet. The student´s mentor must report the needs of the student and different options are discussed within the team before the special arrangements are decided. These arrangements could be transferring the student to a smaller group separated from the class, one-on-one-teaching or giving the student the help of an assistant. If a parent is not satisfied with the “New-arrangement-plan” he or she can make an appeal to the national school authority. 
All teachers must keep up with science on pedagogy and psychiatry, but time never seem to be sufficient for this. 
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
