History lesson
In this assignment you will find seven texts from a history book and seven political cartoons about 20th century History, both in random order. This is what you have to do:

1. In pairs, read the texts and match texts1 to 7 with cartoons A to G. Make sure you understand the cartoon. You have to be able to explain the cartoon: who are the people in the cartoon, what is the artist trying to say, how can you tell the cartoon is about the text, etc. 

2. Put the texts-cartoon combinations in the right chronological order (in the right order of time).

3. In groups of four, prepare a presentation about the cartoons. I will ask each group to present one cartoon, but I won’t tell you which one. So, you will have to prepare and completely understand ALL cartoons!

4. Answer the following questions:

a. Which cartoon did you like best and why?

b. What event or topic from this time period would you make a cartoon about?

5. Debating-time! We will have a debate about the following statements. In your group of 4 prepare arguments in favor AND against each statement. You can use the information from the cartoons and the internet pages you used to back up your arguments. In the debate, the teacher will decide whether you have to defend or attack a statement. Make sure your are prepared for both sides of the debate(  You can use the argument schedule (see below) to organize your arguments.

Statements: 

1. Studying History in school is important, because it teaches us how to prevent conflicts in the future.

2. European countries should be more willing to be involved in fighting international terrorism.

3. International exchanges, such as we are doing right now, are very important for high school students, and should be a mandatory part of the high school curriculum.
