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Östra Gymnasium is a municipal high school in Skogås (Huddinge municipality) which opened in

2003. We have about 850 students who come from different elementary schools throughout the

Stockholm area. We offer five programs and a total of 38 educational pathways in economics, nature,

society, technology, electricity and energy and Technical college.

Pedagogy

Traditional teacher-led teaching is the starting point, but with a variation of course. Each student also gets a Chromebook as a help in the studies during his time at Östra.
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Manisa Sosyal Bilimler Lisesi (Manisa Social Sciences High School) is a general state high school 
with an extra year devoted to only language learning and project making. Normally high school 
education is 4 years in Turkey but our school has a preparatory year to teach project-based English, 
French and /or German. 
Our school was founded in 2011. Currently, it has got 40 staff and 409 students. 
Our school is included in the schools which offer IB (International Baccalaureate ) Degree which 
fundamentally requires CLIL and language competences. 
In 2018, our school was designated as a project school. Project schools : 
- admit high scoring students in the national high school entrance exam, 
- carry out inter/national projects, 
- collaborate with local authorities and NGOs in line with their mission, 
- are innovate leaders in their educational area, 
- are outstanding and exemplary in their educational and social activities. 
Our school has been designed according to the European Union norms; It aims to grow up capable 
individuals with a broad perspective, national and universal values, the ability to analyse the 
individual and social needs and to reach solutions with the ability to collaborate and communicate , 
with the linguistic competence in three languages, and with the capability of project making as an 
active citizenship and a future policymaker. 
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The Public Scientific high school “S. Cannizzaro”, founded in 1923 and located in a residential area 
very populated, is the oldest scientific high school in Palermo. The town, regional capital of Sicily, is a 
historical place where anyone can see the blend of various cultures of foreign people that conquered 
the island. They were Greeks, Romans, Arabs, Normans, Spanish. Palermo is in a social

economically disadvantaged area with a high ratio of unemployed people, even if it is located near 
the sea and it is an important harbor of the region. The inhabitants are about 800.000 and one of the 
major local problem, and of South of Italy generally, is the high rate of unemployment which reaches 
today almost 50 percent for young people. Furthermore, the city population has incredibly changed 
because of the massive immigration from North Africa, China and Sri Lanka and Philippine. 
However, all those communities live peacefully together. By the other hand, we are seeing a massive 
emigration of our young people to the North of Italy and Europe to find good opportunities for their 
jobs, and also to study at universities more connected with the job market. 
Our school offers a syllabus which allows students a balanced education both in linguistic-historical

philosophical and scientific fields. The school has 1750 students aged from 13/14 to 18/19 and 158 
staff members. Considering the different cultural and economic backgrounds students come from, 
the school activates some strategies to control and solve pupils’ special educational needs which can 
refer to both socio-cultural disadvantages or learning difficulties. Many students come from medium

high standard families and some belong to immigrant families. 
The school activates procedures and strategies to survey, monitor and respond, with a flexible and 
effective organization, to the special educational pupils’ needs, whether related to socio-cultural 
disadvantage, linguistic, learning difficulties (BES) or specific disorders of learning (DSA). Different 
criteria are used to ensure equal learning opportunities for each student, enhancing their peculiarities 
and considering “the diversity” an opportunity for collective growth. The school tries also to boost the students' education by organizing special training activities that sometimes end with experiences of cultural exchange in European countries.
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PALERMOSCIENZA The Association was founded in 2009 with the intent to promote the growth of 
science communication and young people outside of formal structures, organizing events since its 
establishment, dissemination and communication of scientific and technological innovation, by linking 
the expertise of various local and creating a network of partnerships with research institutes (INAF

Astronomical Observatory of Palermo, INGV), institutions (University of Palermo, CNR - Area of 
Palermo), government (Province Regional Palermo, Sicily Region - Department of Education and 
Training), enterprises (ARCA Consortium, Consortium Ticonzero, Snap, Futurantica). 
The Association, in the current configuration consists of 20 members, with scientific training, able to 
propose concepts and key processes in education, as workshop creating interdisciplinary working 
groups open to the world is not purely scientific. 
We report the last project we realized. 
U’Game Eureka 
Since 2016 in the framework of SHARPER(SHaring Researchers' Passions for Engagement and 
Responsibility) PALERMOSCIENZA organized U’GAME OF SCIENCE (U’game EUREKA) in 
collaboration with U’Game association, an urban game with a treasure hunt for hidden objects and 
information in different places in the city, including scientific challenges, multiple choices questions, 
and scientific experimentations, has been organized. The last edition (September 2018)U’game 
EUREKA in figures consisted of: 6 secondary schools, 44 teams, 900 students. 
STEM projects (October-November 2017; October 2018 – on going) 
The Department of Equal Opportunities at the Italian Council Presidency published a call aimed at 
fighting against prejudices and gender stereotypes which set up a gap between female and male 
students with regards to STEM subjects, stimulating the learning process through innovative 
methodologies and facilitating awareness-raising of their potential on scientific disciplines among 
female students. PALERMOSCIENZA association has received funding for 7 projects, involving a 
total nr. of 90 students over 4 secondary schools (65% of which were women). Teaching activities 
were focused on archaeology, astronomy, biology, chemistry, physics, earth science, IT and maths. 
Digital technologies and 3d printing tools have supported the learning process
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Lithuanian Association of Distance and e-Learning (LieDM association) unites Lithuanian science, 
study, and education organizations, which implement online and technology-enhanced teaching and 
learning. It was established in 2010 based on agreements of 25 stakeholder - member institutions. 
Since then, 51 members act as active members within the association including schools, VET, adult 
learning, higher education, colleges, VET training centers of budget organizations in Lithuania, and 
companies. The association maintains and develops the activities of LieDM network, makes use of 
its possibilities and services that are implemented centrally. LieDM association operates in the 
Lithuanian Republic. 
The main aim of LieDM association s to develop technology-enhanced learning through a 
professional collaboration of organizations (including distance and e-learning) in Lithuania. 
LieDM association has specific aims which are as follows: 
to develop the collaboration of Lithuanian science, study and education institutions in the field of 
distance and e. learning; 
to gather specialists, working in different science, study and education institutions, for preparation 
and implementation of joint projects and scientific research in the field of distance and e. learning; 
to concentrate the resources of Lithuanian science, study and education institutions for organization 
and dissemination of distance and e. learning; 
to provide the consultations and services in the field of distance and e. learning; 
to collaborate with the foreign distance and e. learning networks and associations, to foster 
international mobility ensuring virtual mobility possibilities for representatives of Lithuanian science, 
study and education institutions. 
Since 2010, the association unites teachers and trainers from member and outside member 
institutions in annual conferences, workshops, and seminars organized at least twice per year. 
Numerous attendance and request for professional lead and consultation prove the success of the 
working groups within the association.

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Elpis Association is a young non-profit organization of Västerås with focus on meeting the demands 
of pupils with special needs and of underprivileged youth. Elpis Association is aiming for the 
development of the community through educational, cultural and social activities in order to improve 
the organization and to serve the civil society by identifying and promoting values, by offering 
education and training and re-training in order to support labor market insertion of young people and 
adults, to motivate the young student and to help them to achieve the skills needed on labor market. 
The association was founded by three teachers with a strong educational background, with very 
good individual experience as project managers, assistant manager, coordinating activities. 
We are organized in departments: Adults education, Youth and children education, Voluntary activity, 
Media and communication. We count 25 members and volunteers. Elpis Association is working in 
partnership with schools to support the educational process through nonformal and informal activities 
in schools, under the school time and after-school time. 
We have assumed a role being considered active in our community, developing actions in 
partnerships with public institutions such as County Library, Museums, Police Sections, 
Arbetsförmedlingen, other NGOs, and others. 
Västerås is one of the oldest city in Sweden known as an industrial city but offers also historical 
vestige even from the Vikings' time. Our region is rich in history and with natural beauties. Under the name "Alienation", Elpis Association have been scheduled several interactive sessions in 
cooperation with the County Library and County Museums. These sessions include nonformal 
activities like Living Library, Debates, Storytelling, PhotoVoice, Forum Theater, expositions, meeting 
with psychologists in order to offer our students new opportunities to express themselves, grow 
spiritually far away from the feeling of exclusion and alienation. We create also opportunities for the 
community to listen to and understand them. 
Under the name "Traveling in time " have been scheduled sessions of Theater of improvisation using 
the informal environment of museums and aimed to introduce the students in different historical 
periods and to create scenarios about the life, the difficulties, and opportunities the people had at this 
time. Imaginative and hands-on activities undertaken have shown a positive impact over our students 
that have special difficulties in learning. These activities are based on the school's curriculum, on 
specific subjects and special content related to subjects and aim to develop skills and attitudes and 
to motivate the students to go further with their education. 
Under the name "StartUp" have been scheduled sessions of initiation in entrepreneurship, visits of 
companies, apprenticeship etc.

The Hospitalet Museum (MDLH) is registered with number 77 in the Museum Registry of the 
Generalitat de Catalunya. MDLH belongs to the Network of Local Museums of the Diputació de 
Barcelona and to the Network of Museums of History and Monuments of Catalonia

The MdLH is the people’ museum of L'Hospitalet de Llobregat and proposes to share their stories 
and lifestyles through innovative and participatory experiences around their heritage and memory. 
The mission is to manage the cultural heritage of L'Hospitalet through the conservation, research, 
dissemination and exhibition of the documentary heritage, furniture and building of the city, showing 
the past, the present and the future of the city. 
Vision 
MdLH wants to become the leader of the museums of society in Catalonia, with an innovative and 
inclusive style that serves all the communities in the preservation of their heritage. 
The MdLH aims to become a hub of attraction that motivates the participation of the associations and 
people of L'Hospitalet de Llobregat city with the will to build a future based on the awareness of a collective urban identity. 
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Our high school has 1500 students, 130 teachers and 50 staff personal. We offers general courses, 
technological ones and professional fields too. We also train students of higher education: senior 
technician's certificate in two different fields. Moreover, our professional sections are also important 
and attractive with 450 students. This area is based on technical knowledge in electricity, 
administration, social and health program. Our students are aged between 15 and around 20 years 
old. 
In the other part, our school offers several classes with different projects especially European class 
which insist in language appropriation and opening in European culture (lecture in English, journeys, 
certifications etc). We also offer an innovating class which is based on digital work, cognitive science 
and opening to professional area in collaboration spirit. And the last specific class based on cognitive 
science and work on personal development (memorization, attention, concentration). 
Otherwise, we are developing a learning lab inside our school. It is defined by a space and a spirit 
dedicated to pedagogic innovation and collaboration between pairs but also between students and 
teachers. The learning lab is based on learning cognitive sciences. To be more specific, we offer 
different spaces to learn and innovate in education with a recording studio (digital TV ; digital radio), 
rooms which are configured in order to develop groups collaboration (writing boards on the walls, 
acoustic dividing walls etc). 
Our teachers staff is highly trained and educated in different fields (cognitive sciences, English 
learning, media-information and digital literacy, cultural subjects (arts history, dramatic art), science 
programs (digital, computer science, engineering). We use to work on team, collaborate and innovate 
for our students. This project will permit our school to go further in this way and increase our wish to 
exchange with others schools, others countries which is essential for us.
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
