We had a school science trip to Switzerland in September 2014.
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When we reached the highest mountain peak- Gornergrat, which is 3136 meters above sea level, we became witnesses to a very strange situation – a package of fried sausages extended: 
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When we had been in Poland before the trip, package had looked like in this picture: 
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We were astonished because of this fact, we didn’t expect we would have an opportunity to observe the laws of physics in a funny way. It was caused by a higher pressure which appears in the mountains, we could count it according to this formula:
P(h)=1,013∙105 Pa∙e-0,116 [1/km]  ∙ h
P(3136)=1,013∙105 Pa∙e-0,116∙3,136
P(3136)=1,013∙105 Pa∙e-0,363776
P(3136)=1,013∙105 Pa∙ 0,695
P(3136)=0,704∙105 Pa
P(3136)=70408 Pa
P(3136) ≈ 704 hPa
While climbing higher and higher, it kept growing and finally made the package increase its volume. But it tasted the same as in lowlands in Poland! 
It showed us that physics can be very enjoyable!
