1. The festival is an activity of the project "Improvement of skills and competencies and best practices for

2. Participation of high school students who create in clubs and high schools, youth information and   

    counseling centers, Centers for children, Community Centers, cultural centers, etc .;

3. Age of participants: 14 + / students from 8th to 12th class /

4. The festival is held on an open stage in the Danube Park or in the halls of local cultural institutions.

5. The creative teams present and compete in the following thematic categories, representing

     places, objects and traditions along the Danube:

A. PHOTOGRAPHY
B. MULTIMEDIA
C. FINE ARTS
6. The creative teams present and do not compete in the following thematic categories, representing     

     places, objects and traditions along the Danube:

A. PERFORMING ARTS
B. CULINARY TRADITIONS

C. ARTS AND CRAFTS
7. The cost of travel and accommodation are paid by the participants.

8. There is no fee for participation.

9. Educational travel tour is provided for the participants to get acquainted with the rich cultural heritage   

    of Vidin; 

10. All participants receive a certificate and the winners receive diplomas and rewards by the nomination 
      committee.
     

REGULATION FOR THE COMPETITITVE CATHEGORIES /participation by Application 1 Performing/:
Evaluation criteria: appropriateness of the subject with the purpose of the competition; compliance with the parameters set; originality of the title; link between past and future; emotional impact; own handwriting in the use of means of expression.

The jury awarded 3 prizes to foreign participants; participants from Bulgaria; participants from Vidin.

A. PHOTOGRAPHY: Students are allowed to participate with three COPYRIGHT images accompanied by information about the author's name, date and place of photographing and title of the photo. The file must have a resolution of 800 x 1200 pixels. The photos must be sent to the specified e-mail in format (jpg) along with the application form.

B. MULTIMEDIA - means for combining video, sound, animation and other media types without the possibility of navigation / multimedia linear /. Participants have the right to participate with no more than two products. The product should be a virtual walk along the Danube - villages, historic sites, monuments and art, natural beauty, archaeological, ethnography, educational institutions, and other notable personalities. Duration of the product within 15 minutes. The product may contain subtitles - it is recommended to be in English. Products are sent in the following ways: a / to the specified e-mail address - if the file size allows it; b / to the specified email address - with a provided link to download; c / on DVD - to the address for contacts. To encourage the presence of authors who present their product to the audience during the festival, they will receive bonus points. Applicable means of digital technologies: MS Movie Maker, Momento Express, Photo Story for Windows, Adobe Macromedia Flash, Sony Vegas etc.

C. FINE ARTS - participation is up to TWO copyrighted work prepared for the competition; format paintings - from minimum to maximum 42/30 cm 64/80 cm, the participants can use a freely chosen equipment and materials; on the back of the picture must be written the title of the work, the full name of the participant, the institution that the participant is representing; the pictures are sent to the address for correspondence, together with a request to participate; the  paintings will be exposed on the day of the festival and stored in the archive of the festival. When more than 10 participants want to work "on the ground" - in the open air on the banks of the Danube, as the materials are ordered in advance and made available to participants by the organizers.
REGULATION OF CATEGORIES NON-COMPETITION /participation by Application 2 Performing/ 

A. PERFORMING ARTS - copyright products or artists from countries along the Danube: individual or group performance of the word art / poetry and prose /, dramatized extract from work or travel notes, presentation of authentic or stylized traditions and customs, music and dance performances in all genres / including fanfare and majorette /; 

B. CULINARY TRADITIONS - presentation of the works in this category is in the form of culinary exhibition; Each participant may enter an unlimited number and type of dishes, at least one of them must be Danubian fish; teams are allowed to participate as well, every dish must have a recipe applied; 

C. ARTS AND CRAFTS - It is advisable to use natural materials from the Danube; participation with unlimited number of exhibits with other materials / paper handling, textiles, glass, clay, wood and others. /; students are encouraged to participate with exhibits that present the tradition of old crafts - weaving, knitting, needlework, sewing, pottery, work with wood and metal and others. Each work is displayed with the names of participants and description of authorship, period and place of manufacture. All entries should be returned to the participants or donated / according to the will of the participant /.
