GUIDELINES FOR TEACHERS

1. The puzzle below has the answers highlighted so please give the other puzzle to your students.
2. Explain to your students that the purpose of the puzzle is to find a hidden clue.
3. The first part of the puzzle is easy. Tell your students to find the words hidden in the puzzle. These words are listed below and are highlighted using different colours.
4. Once they have found all the words in the puzzle the first challenge begins. Starting from the first empty square in the top left hand corner, the students must move from left to right to discover a secret question. You can see the hidden question below highlighted in yellow.
5. Tell the students that the words they have found, the ones listed below, have to do with the project. Ask them why these words were selected for the puzzle.
6. Students should reply that the project they will be involved in includes these countries and continents. They should also state that the word language means they will learn some things in another language. The word culture is there because students will learn about other cultures!
7. Once they know this information ask them to think of a project name that represents this information!

2. Find the secret question and write it below.
