	Capela Hill:
Before the communist period it was marking the western border of the city. Over the years the border extended over the shore of Olanesti river and now the hill is situated between the city on hill’s estern side and Olanesti river on his southern side.

Romanescu Natural Park:

 It is considered the largest natural park in eastern Europe. It has an area of around 23 acres (9.3 ha) and the area of the lake within the park is about 10 acres (4.0 ha).
Cozia National Park:

The Cozia National Park is located in the central-southern part of the Southern Carpathians. Park boundaries overlap over the eastern part of the Căpăţânii Mountains, the entire massif of the Cozia Massif and the southeastern part of the Lotru Mountains. The entire area of 17,100 ha of the park is in Valcea County. The natural area extends to the eastern part of Valcea County (near the border with Argeş County), administrative areas of the towns of Brezoi and Călimăneşti and those of Berislăveşti, Perişani, Racoviţa and Sălătrucel.

Romanescu Natural Park: 
Romanescu Natural Park: Romanescu Park is built using almost all forms of relief, from the plain area to the entrance to the park, to the green hills, the stream that flows through its heart, the miniature waterfalls, the lake, the hills that support the bridge, and after crossing the bridge get to the mountain area of the park.
Cozia National Park:

There are many hills that are split by a valley in which flows down the river. There is also a waterfall.

Romanescu Natural Park :

This park is home to a variety of multicolored flora, from thuja, buxus ornamental shrubs to dendrological trees such as abies alba. Among the conifers found the park ‘s perimeter it is worth mentioning : yew,the the japanese acacia, pink acacia, golden clover.

Cozia National Park :

This park has a carst with sharp tips, towers, pins, limestone crests, caves, valleys. In the Cozia National Park are alluvial forests with Dacian forests of beech, oak, hornbeam areas grohotis and ravens.
