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Romanescu National Park

The park was designed by the French architect Édouard Redont. In 1900, the park's plans won the gold medal at the Paris Universal Exhibition (1900). The construction began in 1901 and was completed in 1903.
Glorieta (the belvedere dome) is on a hill at the entrance to the park behind the bust of Nicolae P. Romanescu.
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Cozia National Park:
Is a hikers dream destination and one of the most breathtaking protected areas in Romania. The task of the CoziaNationalPark is protect and conserve all populations of plants and animals and men to maintain their habitats in a state of favorable conservation . Maintaining or improving the beauty and natural landscape status of the area PNC and its vicinity.

An address of the City Hall reminded: "Making the trampolines built on Chapel Hill in this city, where there were big bobsleigh, sky, snowmobile competitions every winter ..." the interest is to bring back these sports in the hill area of the chapel.
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Romanescu National Park:

The project of "Nicolae Romanescu" Park consists of restoring all alleys in the park and installing irrigation systems for the green space. The project provides for the replacement of pylons, banks and garbage cans, the installation of about 100 cameras, the change of fountains with drinking water and the installation of a wireless internet system.
